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Purpose
This document outlines our Special Educational Needs policy (SEN). While we strive to create a safe environment, it is important to note that we are not a specialist SEN institution. We cannot meet all needs. Parents or agents must communicate with the school before registration. Email the principal, Connor Middleton (connor@skola.co.uk), with details of additional needs so an evaluation can be made. Students needing significant SEN support should seek a school with specialised SEN provisions.

Definition of Special Educational Needs (SEN)
A student has special educational needs if they need extra support to learn. This is due to physical, sensory, emotional, behavioural, or cognitive difficulties. This includes, but is not limited to, learning disabilities, ADHD, autism, speech and language difficulties, and physical impairments.

Policy Objectives
Our objectives are to:
· Work with parents.
· Identify and support students with SEN as early as possible.
· Provide reasonable adjustments to support SEN students.
· Train staff in SEN awareness.
· Check, review, and test the progress of SEN students to ensure effective support.

Identification and Assessment
Our English summer school follows a general approach to SEN support. This is in line with the SEND Code of Practice, within our resources and focus. But we are not a specialised SEN institution. We may not meet all needs. Students needing significant SEN support may be best served in a school with specialised SEN provisions.
The school aims to follow a graduated approach to SEN, as outlined in the SEND Code of Practice, using an “assess, plan, do, review” model:
· Assess: Identify students needing extra support. Do this through observation, parent communication, and formal tests if necessary.
· Plan: Develop a support plan. It must outline the student's needs and goals. All staff, parents, and, if possible, the student must agree on it.
· Do: Put in place the support plan using adapted teaching methods.
· Review: effectiveness of plan, quality of learning provided.

Support for SEN students.
Where possible, we aim to make reasonable adjustments to accommodate students with SEN. But we are an English summer school, not a SEN school. We have limited support. We may lack the specialised resources and individualised support of SEN schools.

Staff Training
To support our staff, the school provides: training on teaching strategies, behaviour management, and types of SEN.

Partnership with Parents and Caregivers
In open communication and collaboration with parents and caregivers. The school will keep parents informed of their child’s progress and any support or adjustments made. We will schedule meetings at regular intervals to review the child’s support plan and ensure it aligns with their development.

Monitoring and Evaluation
The school’s principal conducts annual reviews of the effectiveness of the SEN provision. We gather feedback from staff, students, and parents. Then, we adjust the provision as needed.

Complaints Procedure
Parents with concerns about SEN provision should contact the school’s principal first, Connor Middleton (connor@skola.co.uk). If unresolved, they may follow the complaints procedure in the school's Complaints Policy.

Policy Review
We conduct a review of this policy each year to ensure it remains in line with current legislation and best practices in SEN support.
